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However, when an ecosystem is collapsing, there is not much life to make sounds.
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The quietness matched the coral reef which had become a desolate ghost town.
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The healthiness of a marine ecosystem can be evaluated by its soundscape

diversity, in other words, how complex and fertile it is.
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One of the reasons for this result is that many young Japanese cannot afford

studying abroad. It requires a large amount of money, including living expenses
in addition to school fees. Partly because there are only a few scholarships
that cover all the cost of studying overseas, many voung people in Japan may
not be able to afford it. Another reason is the unigue job-hunting process: most
university students in Japan begin job-hunting activities in their junior year,
The process usually lasts for about a year, so many young Japanese may not
have the time or the energy to study abroad.
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
