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Such apologies are easy and usually readily accepted, often with a response like,
“It' s okay.”
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Additionally, I learned that a sincere apology could serve as a powerful remedy
that brings unexpected value to both the person offering the apology and the
person receiving it.
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Without making any excuses, I apologized for the lack of manners and respect.
