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According to information stated in the text, confirmation
bias 1s defined as something that strengthens
pre-established opinions. If we have fixed i1deas or
opinions regarding a problem or situation, we tend to come
to a conclusion based on them, even 1f additional
information or new aspects are added. Concerning the
education of yvoung people, it 1s therefore important that we
educate them to think objectively. This will assist in
processing information and prevent them from thinking in

a confirmation bias way.
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
